Teacher: What symbols of this holiday do you know?
Cl.: Christmas pudding, magic deer with an open sleigh, Christmas wreath, bells, a sock (a
stoking) etc.
Teacher: And what do British do before it and on Christmas?
P3 recites "What's Christmas”
The class tells about the traditions of the British on this holiday.
P4 Christmas Stockings
In the evening of the 24th of December children hang their Christmas stockings on their
beds or put them under the Christmas tree, father Christmas (Santa Claus) puts presents
into them. A Christmas stocking is not a real stocking. It is big and beautifully decorated.
P5Christmas Pudding
Christmas pudding was first made many, many years ago. Now it is the highlight of
Christmas dinner. Children often put holly on the pudding. A coin is traditionally placed into
the pudding. It brings good luck to a person who finds it.
P6 Holly
Holly is an evergreen plant with sharp-pointed leaves and red berries. People use holly to
decorate their homes. It is a very old tradition. They liked to look at holly and think about
the spring and the sun.
P7 Robin
Many years ago postmen had bright red coats. They looked like robins. They brought many
Christmas cards. And people began to think about a robin as a Christmas bird. You can see
it on almost every Christmas card.
P8 Christmas Eve
Christmas Eve is on the 24th of December. On this day everybody is very busy and in a
hurry. Offices close at 1 o’clock, but the shops stay open late.
On Christmas Eve children hang their Christmas stockings on their beds. They wait for
Christmas Father (Santa Claus).
P9 Christmas Father (Santa Claus)
He has a white beard and white and red clothes. He is always merry. They say he comes
from the North Pole. He brings presents for children.
P10 Boxing Day
Boxing Day comes after Christmas Day. It is on the 26th of December. People don’t go to
work on that day. They visit their friends or go to the theatre. Everybody gives and receives
Christmas cards and Christmas boxes.
P11 Christmas Day
Christmas Day is on the 25th of December. It is a family holiday. British People celebrate
this holiday with big dinners. Children have much fun. They play under Christmas tree, find
presents in their Christmas stockings, eat Christmas puddings, turkey and mince pies.
P12 Christmas Tree
Before Christmas people place the evergreen tree in their homes. Children decorate the
Christmas tree with tinsel, toys, shining balls and flags. They place a shining star on the top
of the Christmas tree.
IIl.Teacher: Do you know who usually comes to children during the night and puts presents
in their socks or stockings in different countries? Look at the cards and listen to me. The
Dutch who settled New York in the 1600s brought this custom to America. In Holland and
Belgium, Santa is called Saint Nicholas. He rides a horse when he visits children on Saint
Nicholas Day, December 6. This marks the beginning of the Christmas season in these
countries. Now Santa is said to ride through the air in a sleigh pulled by eight reindeer. He
climbs down the chimney to leave gifts for American children on the night before Christmas.
In Great Britain children wait for Father Christmas, who is really the same as Santa Claus.
In France, he is called Pere Noel. In Russia children wait for Ded Moroz.
Is Christmas a family holiday? Why?
Cl: Yes, ..
Teacher: I'd like you to see the Christmas story “the Gift of the Magi” after the famous
American writer O.Henry.
The pupils perform the story.
